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PRINCIPLES of USPSA Competition

1.

Practical competition is open to all reputable persons without regard to occupation. It
mayspecifically NOT be limited to public servants.

Accuracy, power and speed are the equivalent elements of practical shooting and practical
competition must be conducted in such a way as to evaluate these elements equally.

Firearm types are not separated Wi their respective divisions; all compete together
without handicap. This does not apply to the power of the firearms as power is an element
to be recognized and rewarded.

Practical shooting competition is a test of expertise in the use of practicatfieand
equipment.

Practical competition is conducted using practical targets, which reflect the general size
and shape of such objects as the firearm used may reasonably be called upon to hit in
their primary intended use.

The challenge presented in ptacal competition must be done with the utmost safety in
mind. Courses of Fire should follow a practical rationale and simulate hypothetical
situations in which firearms might reasonably be used.

Practical competition is diverse, never permitting unreaispecialization of either
technique or equipment. Problems are constantly changed. The exception is Classifier
Stages which are used to measure practical shooting skill.

Practical competition is freestyle. In essence, the competitive problem is pogeharal
and the participant is permitted the freedom to solve it in the manner he considers best
within the limitations of the competitive situation as provided.

Your percentage is based on your scores as they relate the average high scores on file for a
particular course of fire. To receive an initg#ssification, a member needs to have at least

four unduplicated scores in the USPSA classification database. If there are more than four
scores on file, the best four scores of the most recent six scores will be used. Scores are sorted
according to the ratch date to determine which scores are the most recent. For matches that
are Level | Specials, the scores are further sorted by the score percent in descending order. In
doing so, the lowest scores from a special will be the first scores to drop out ofidist recent
scores on file.

After a member has earned a classification, the classification system will look at the best six
dzy RdzLJX A OF G SR a02NXa 2F (GKS Yz2aild NBOSyd SA3IKI
percentage.

No scores that calculate less than 2 percent are used. Also, to prevent unusually low scores
from affecting your classification percentage, scores that are more than 5 percent below your
classification bracket (e.g. a score of 34.99% foccka€s competitor) are not used for

classification purposes. To guard against the possibility of incorrect stage setup or typographical
error, scores that are more than 20 percent above your current classification bracket are
evaluated at the time of entry to see if such a score would adWeeféect your classification.

In gereral, those scores are entered, but occasionally a score is so out of the ordinary it is not
used and flagged with an A.

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Please note that for unclassified members, the first scores submitted, except for those that are

2 percent or less, will be used to calculate an initial classifin. After a classification has been
earned in a division, new scores will be evaluated according to the flagging system shown
above. This can and does result in new scores not being used for reclassification purposes even
though they are higher than see of the initial scores that were submitted, but still lower than

your clasification bracket. Any such low score should move out of the most recent group as
newer scores that conform to your current classification are entered into the system.

The classication system is run weekly, usually on Tuesday night, but may run at other times, as
not to affect classifications during major matches.

If you feel your classification is too low, you may request the next higher class, up to but not
including Grand Mster. Requests are made in writing and sultedtwith a letter from your

club president or Section Coordinator (SC) endorsing your request. If your request is approved,
you will be moved up at the next relgu calculation period.

Your performance in lagg matches and tournaments may also be used to help establish
classification. Your percentage in a level Il or Il match will be used as a classifier if there are
more than 50 competitors in your division, and 3 Grand Masters placing at 90% or above. Ify
place 5% or more above your current class ceiling, you will be moved up one class in that
division. In addition, if you score 95% or higher at a USPSA national championship, you will be
moved to Grand Master class for that division.

To be moved to a leer class you must: 1) request in writing to be moved down, citing your
reasons and justification; 2) have a club presidersGconcur with your request in writing; and
3) have no current scores on record that indicate you should remain in your assiigssd

1.2 Types of Courses
USPSA matches may contain the following types of courses of fire:
1.2.1 General Courses of Fire

1.2.1.1 Short Courseg Mustnot require more than 12 rounds to
complete and no more than 2 shooting locations. Course design
and construction must not require more than 8 scoring hits from
any single location or view, nor allow a competitor to shoot all
targets in the course of fire from any single location or view.

1.2.1.2 Medium Course Must not require more than 20 rounds to
complete and no more than 3 shooting locatiordarse design
and construction must not require more than 8 scoring hits from
any single location or view, nor alloncampetitor to shoot all
targets in the course of fire from any single location or view.

1.2.1.3 Long Courses In Level Ill or higher matches must not require
more than 32 rounds to completéAt any level match, course
design and coreuction must not require more than 8 scoring hits
from any single location or view, nor allow a competitor to shoot
all targets in the course of fire from any single location or view.

1.3 USPSA Sanctioning

1.3.1 Match organizers wishing to receive Level Il or Level Il UsiA8#on must
comply with the general principles of course design and course construction as
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well as all other current USPSA rules and regulations relevant to the discipline.
Except where noted in these rules, Level | matches must comply with all rules.
Matches that do not comply with these requirements will notdaactioned
andmust not be publicized or announced as USPSA sanctioned matches.

1.3.2 The Director of NROI, higlgégate, or an officer of the Organization (in that
order) may withdraw USPSA sanctioning from a maginch action may be
taken at any time where, in his or their opinion, a match contravenes the
purpose or spirit of the principles of course design anisreach of any of
the current USPSA Rules or is likely to bring the sport of USPSA shooting into
disrepute.

Physical Constructiog Safety considerations in the design, physical
construction and stated requirements for any course of fire are the
responsibility of the host organization subject to the approval of the Range
Master. Reasonable effort must be made to prevent injury tonpetitors,

Procedural penalties are imposed when a competitor fails to comyly

stated in Appendix B If the maximum available scoring hit orcardboard

target is 5 points, each procedural penalty will be minus 10 points.

A competitor disputing ta application or number of procedural penalties
may appeal to the Chief Range Officer and/or Range Magt@ompetitor
who continues to be aggrieved may then lodge an appeal for arbitration.

Procedural penalties cannot be nullified by further quetitor action. For
example, a competitor who fires a shot at a target while faulting a line will
still incur the applicable penalties even though he subsequently shoots at the
same target while not faulting the line.

Procedural Penalties Specific Examples

10.2.1

A competitor who fires shots while any part of their body is touching the
ground or platform surface outside a shooting area, or while stepping on or
gaining support from an object wholly beyond a shooting area, will receive
one pocedural penalty for each occurrence. Only wall edges that are in
direct contact with or inside the shooting area may be used for support while
firing shots. All wall or platform supporting structures, including, but not
limited to: feet, braces, anglupports, chains, cables etc., are deemed to be
non-existent and cannot be used for support. Any wall sections completely
outside the fault lines cannot be used for support, even if that wall section
touches a wall section that is in direct contact witle shooting area. The
edge of the wall or structure must touch, or be completely inside of, the
shooting area in order to be used for support. Wall feet or supports that
touch fault lines do not constitute touching for purposes of this rule.

10.2.1.1 However, if the competitor has gained a significant advantage on
any target(s) while faulting, the competitor may instead be
assessed one procedural penalty for each shot fired at the subject
target(s)while faulting. No penalty is assessed if a competitor
does not fire any shots while faulting, providing doing so does not
violate 2.2.1.5 or 3.2.6.

10.2.1.2 A shooter who fires shots while completely outside (both feet out
and touching theground) a shooting area is deemed to have
gained a significant advantage and will be given one penalty for
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each shot fired until presence is-established in a shooting area.
Having at least one foot in a shooting area and nothing touching
outside the shoting area is required to restablish presence in a
shooting area.

10.2.1.3 If a competitor starts and fires shots while completely outside a
shooting areafoot fault penalties will apply as above, as stated in
10.2.1 and/or 10.2.1L.

10.2.2 A competitor who fails to comply with the procedure specified in the written
stage briefing will incur one procedural penalty for each occurrence. However,
if a competitor has gained a significant advantage duringewnpliance, the
competitor may be assessed one procedural penalty for each shot fired,
instead of a single penalty (e.g. firing multiple shots contrary to the required
position or stance).

10.2.2.1 Procedural penalties fdailure to comply with stage procedures do
not apply to the number of shots fired. Penalties for firing
insufficient or additional shots are addressed in other rules and
must not be penalized under the provisions of 10.2.2.

10.2.3  Where multiple penaltis are assessed in the above cases, they must not
exceed the maximum number of scoring hits that can be attained by the
competitor. For example, a competitor who gains an advantage whailéing
a Fault Linavhere only four metal targets are visible will receive one
procedural penalty for each shot fired while faulting, up to a maximum of
four procedural penalties, regardless of number of shots fired.

10.2.4 A competitor who fails to comply with a mandatoryaatl will incur one
procedural penalty for each shot fired after the point where the reload was
required until a reload is performed.

10.2.5 In a Cooper Tunngh competitor who disturbs one or more pieces of the
overhead material will receive one procedural penalty for each piece of
overhead material which falls during the course of fi@verhead material
which falls as a result of the competitor bumping tnilsng the uprights,
or as a result of muzzle gases or recoil, will not be penalized.

10.2.6 A competitor who is creepin@.g. moving hands towards the handgun, a
reloading device or ammunition) or physically moving to a more
advantageous shooting position or posture at the start signal, will incur one
procedural penalty.

10.2.6.1 Exception: any movement required or specified in the stage
briefing (i.e., selstart) will not be penalized.

10.2.7 A competitor who fails to shoot at any scoring target with at least one round
will incur one procedural penalty per target, pline applicable number of
misses, except where the provisions of Rules 9.2.4.4 or 9.9.2 apply.

10.7.1  All persons are required to be in complete control both mentally and
physically during USPSA matches.

10.7.2  USPSA considers the abuse of alcohmloductsnon-prescription and non
essential drugand the use of illegal or performance enhancing drugs,
irrespective of how they are taken or administered, to be an extremely
serious offense.

10.7.3  Except when used for medicinal purposes, competiand officials at
matches must not be affected by drugs (including alcohol) of any sort during
matches. Any person, who in the opinion of the Range Master is visibly
under the influence of any of the items described herein, will be disqualified
from the match and may be required to leave the range.

10.7.4  USPSA reserves the right to prohibit any general or specific substances and to
introduce tests for the presence of these substances at any time.
